n 1977 Mary Rose McLaren from regional Victoria

was the first ever student to be declared the winner of
a brand new public speaking competition which became
known as the Plain English Speaking Award.

Now in its thirtieth year, this Award has become a
national competition and the states and territories rotate
as hosts for the national final.

This year the Victorian representative at the national
final in Canberra will be Tom Ballard from Brauer College,
Warrnambool. Tom was one of six students who spoke out
at the Victorian state final on Friday 3 August. The topic
of his prepared speech was ‘Bullying.com’ in which he
deplored the increase in cyber bullying and proposed some
ways of tackling this twenty-first century crisis.

The outgoing Minister for Education, John Lenders
MP, welcomed the audience and referred to Don Watson’s
weasel words as examples of English which is far from
plain. Don Watson launched the 2005 state final and this
year Minister Lenders reiterated his plea for people to use
the right words, in the right way, to convey meaning in the
clearest, simplest, shortest way that is possible.

Congratulations to all students who had the courage
to stand up in public and speak out about something
that concerns them. Nearly 200 young people across
the state did this at regional finals. The six semifinalists
who came to the state final were Tom Ballard (Brauer
College, Warrnambool), Claire Hartmann (Ballarat and
Clarendon College) who was runner-up, Kellymaree
Butler (MacRobertson Girls’ High School), Laura John
(Kilbreda College), Terry Kenos (Strathmore Secondary
College) and Tallon Mason-Kaine (Melbourne High
School).

Small Group partnerships 2007

Important Notice
here are some schools that have entered Small Group
partnership details on VASS without ensuring that the
partnership approval button has been ‘checked’.

Partnerships cannot be considered as ‘valid’ by the VCAA
unless all schools in the partnership group have ‘approved’
their involvement; in addition, the statistical moderation
process cannot run for those partnerships where one or
more schools exist with the status ‘unapproved’.

We advise VASS Coordinators to check the approval status
of all registered partnerships. If the partnerships are valid and
require the VCAA’s approval, please have the school principal
(of each school in the partnership) endorse the 2007 Small
Group partnership agreement form and fax it to the Student
Records and Results Unit on (03) 9651 4470.

Small Group partnership agreement forms must be
completed for each study where a partnership has been formed
and must be retained by each school. The partnership agreement
form may be copied from the March 2007 VCAA Bulletin VCE,
VCAL and VET or downloaded from the VCAA website.

Alternatively, if a partnership has been incorrectly entered
on VASS, please send a fax requesting the partnership be
dissolved and removed from the VCAA database. The fax must
be on school letterhead and needs to state all partnership details,
including individual school names, the name of the study and
the words ‘please withdraw from existing partnership’. This
must be endorsed with the signature of all school principals
in the partnership group. The VCAA will amend the database
accordingly.

Once the principal/s has endorsed either the partnership
agreement or the withdrawal notice, please fax to Student
Records and Results Unit by fax to (03) 9651 4470, no later
than Monday 1 October 2007.

Any partnerships still requiring approval after this date
cannot be considered as valid by the VCAA for the Statistical
Moderation Process and as such will not be eligible for the
allocated funding and will be removed from the database.

Second Language Applications 2008

VCE LOTE Second Language studies in Chinese, Indonesian,
Japanese and Korean are designed to cater for students who
have learnt all they know of the language in an Australian
school or similar environment. All enrolments in these studies
for Units 3 and 4 must be approved by the VCAA. The home
school is responsible for submitting applications for eligibility

in LOTE Second Language studies Units 3 and 4. Enrolment
in VCE LOTE Second Language studies Units 1 and 2 does
not need to be approved by the VCAA.

Applications for enrolment in Units 3 and 4 of VCE
LOTE Second Language Studies in Chinese, Indonesian,
Japanese and Korean for 2008 should be submitted by
Friday 21 September 2007.

Home schools should ensure that students are informed of
eligibility requirements and that the deadline for applications
is met so that students are aware of their Second Language
status.

Once applications are processed, eligibility of individual
students will be visible to schools on VASS. Eligibility will be
determined from the information and evidence provided. If a
student is deemed ineligible based on the available evidence, the
application will only be reviewed if the home school provides
additional information.

Schools are notified of Second Language eligibility
approvals through VASS. Student Programs — VCE Report
— Second Language Applications — Select year — Run.

The forms will also be available for download on VASS.

All pages of the application form must be completed
in full. All supporting documentation must be in English or
translated into English by a recognised translation authority.

2008 Criteria

The criterion for eligibility for Indonesian, Japanese and Korean
Second Language, Chinese Second Language and Chinese
Second Language Advanced studies are unchanged.

Chinese Second Language

A student is NOT eligible for Chinese Second Language if

they have had either:

e twelve months or more education in a school where Chinese
is the medium of instruction, or

e three years (36 months) or more residence in any of the
VCAA nominated countries or regions.

The nominated countries and regions are China, Taiwan,
Hong Kong and Macau.

Chinese Second Language Advanced

A student is eligible for Chinese Second Language Advanced

if:

* they have had no more than seven years of education in a
school where Chinese is the medium of instruction, and

* the highest level of education attained in a school where
Chinese is the medium of instruction is no greater than the
equivalent of Year 7 in a Victorian school.

The time periods referred to in these criteria will
be counted cumulatively since the time of the student’s
birth.

As the formal education commencement age for a Victorian
student is five years of age, then all applicants will be deemed
to have commenced formal education by the end of their fifth
year of age, regardless of the setting.
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Indonesian Second Language

A student is eligible for Indonesian Second Language if they
have had no more than seven years of education in a school
where Indonesian or Malay is the medium of instruction.

Japanese Second Language

A student is eligible for Japanese Second Language if they have
had no more than seven years of education in a school where
Japanese is the medium of instruction.

Korean Second Language

A student is eligible for Korean Second Language if they have
had no more than seven years of education in a school where
Korean is the medium of instruction.

Applications are due at the VCAA by Friday 21
September 2007.

Once applications are processed, eligibility of individual
students will be visible to schools on VASS. Eligibility will be
determined from the information and evidence provided. If a
student is deemed ineligible based on the available evidence,
the application will only be reviewed if the home school
provides additional supporting documentation, relevant to the
deficiencies in the original application.

Exceptional circumstances

If the principal of the home school considers that a student,
apparently ineligible for the second language for which they
have applied, has exceptional circumstances that the VCAA
should consider, then this should be communicated with the
original application. An exceptional circumstance case requires
an explanatory letter from the principal and supporting evidence
that can be verified by the VCAA.

Difficulties in obtaining documents to explain non-
attendance at school is not an exceptional circumstance.
Appropriate documents must be provided.

Approval for Second Language Status will not be granted
because of a student’s standard of writing, speaking or listening
in the language.

Assessor payment

Payments to sessional staff employed
by the VCAA

To complete its work efficiently and successfully meet the
tight timelines for delivering student results, the VCAA
relies on the assistance and cooperation of a sessional workforce
of approximately 5000 people.

The VCAA acknowledges the time and effort contributed
by this group and by principals who agree to release their
staff to participate in this work. The benefits to schools are
the professional development opportunities for teachers and
the collegial sharing of ideas which strengthen teaching and
learning practices.

Communication to schools

The VCAA keeps all schools informed of all staff employed
in sessional roles. Principals and daily organisers in schools
are advised of the appointment of staff from their schools, the
dates of meetings and the availability of Casual Relief Teacher
(CRT) payments to secure the release of those staff employed
in sessional roles.

The VCAA also advises teachers undertaking VCAA
activities in school hours to ensure that their release has
been approved and confirmed with their school. For VCE
examinations, assessors are required to attend a full-day training
session. Many training sessions are scheduled for the weekends
to minimise disruption, but it is necessary to schedule some
sessions during school hours.

Release for VCAA activities in school

hours

The following activities are funded by the VCAA:

e training meetings for assessors of VCE Examinations,
reviewers of School-assessed Tasks, markers of AIM
tests

Where release is required from school duties

A CRT payment is made available to the home school (as given
by the applicant in their expression of interest on the VCAA’s
online application website — SSMS) to gain the release of the
teacher from their school duties and to cover the absence.

Where release is not required from school duties
The payment for attendance at the activity is made available
to the teacher.

Where part release is required from school duties
For full-day activities there is provision for a half-day CRT
payment to be made to the school and a half-day payment to
the teacher.

The VCAA expects that school-based sessional staff keep their
school management informed of their involvement in VCAA
activities during school hours, and that all arrangements relating
to them undertaking that work during school hours is mutually
agreed. This includes whether the payment for the activity is
made to the school (CRT), to the teacher or shared.

Each person attending a VCAA activity such as training
is asked to indicate on the VCAA official attendance sheet
whether the training payment should be sent to the school or
directed to themselves.

To assist in this process:

e the VCAA will publish the training dates in the VCAA
Bulletin VCE, VCAL and VET and also disseminate this
information to applicants

e schools should ensure that this information is made
available to their staff

e teachers who receive a sessional appointment to work for
the VCAA should ensure that their school is aware of this
arrangement especially where this may impact on the teacher’s
availability to undertake their normal school duties

e there is mutual agreement between the teacher and the
school on whether the payment for the activity is made to
the school (CRT), to the teacher or shared.

The VCE Achiever Award is coordinated by the VCAA to recognise the efforts of VCE students in promoting community involvement
in their local school and wider community. VCE Achievers actively participate in such activities as the arts, environmental
protection, aged care, hospitality, local council initiatives, fundraising and public speaking. Monthly finalists receive a three-
month subscription to the Herald Sun, and in December one overall winner will receive a notepad computer donated by Lenovo
Australia and New Zealand Ltd. Students in government, Catholic and independent schools may apply for the award in 2007
by using the application form on the VCAA website (Excellence and Awards > VCE Achiever Award).

July VCE Achiever Matthew White lives by a maxim first
quoted by Sir Edmund ‘Weary’ Dunlop: ‘It’s only when you are
put at full stretch that you can realise your full potential’.

This is why, while some students may be tempted to reduce
their extracurricular activities to concentrate on study during
their VCE, Matthew decided to do the opposite.

This year, Matthew was appointed School Captain of
Blackburn High School and was immediately determined
to play an active role in the position. He feels a particular
responsibility for helping younger students feel welcomed
and supported. He volunteered at the Year 7 and Year 8 social
breakfasts, has presented awards to students, has been a peer
support leader — even ran behind students in athletics to
encourage them to keep going.

‘Looking back to when they were in Year 7, I’m sure some
students would say that they never really knew their school
captain and that he or she didn’t do anything for them. I didn’t
want to be that kind of school captain.’

Matthew’s determination and initiative extends to sporting
activities. When he discovered that Blackburn was not going
to be able to field a team for the Victorian Touch Football
Championships due to lack of players, he decided to take action.
With three days notice, he helped build the team virtually
from scratch, recruiting new players and teaching them the
rules — and the team ended up reaching the semifinals of the
competition. When his local Under-17 soccer team found itself
without a coach last year, he agreed to take on that role too.

Matthew is also a soccer referee for Football Federation
Victoria, generally refereeing junior matches in the Victorian
Churches Association league.

‘With junior teams, often you have to explain the rules as
you are enforcing them, and sometimes you need to encourage
a team to keep its spirits up if it is losing.’

Matthew’s motivation to make a difference came in 2006
when he was selected to participate in the Lord Somers Camp,
a leadership development camp for young men between the
ages of 16 and 18. Participants take part in team competitions
and sporting activities where they learn about tolerance, goal

setting, motivation
and self-discipline,
often spending 16-
hour days working
on projects.

This year
Matthew decided to
return to the camp as
a paying volunteer
in the camp’s
support team,
where he organised
motivational
speakers to attend
the camp and address
the students.

Matthew is also
keen to provide

opportunities for

young people in his local area. He is a member of the
Whitehorse Youth Representative Committee, which meets
once a week to plan and organise events and activities. Last year
the Committee organised a Winter Sleepout to raise awareness
of youth homelessness, a Drug Action Week and an indoor
soccer competition for schools. This year it is planning to run
a mental health forum for schools and local services.

A keen science student, Matthew was selected to take part
in the National Youth Science forum in Canberra, and since
his return has promoted involvement in the event at his school
and local Rotary clubs.

Having been offered a Kwong Lee Dow Scholarship to
study at the University of Melbourne, Matthew plans to study a
science degree in the future, but in the meantime he is focusing
on finishing his VCE alongside all his extra activities.

‘Ifind you can’t stress too much about everything or it will
fall apart. I have a whiteboard to help me with planning, but
really I just look at what I have to do and just do it.”
