Frequently Asked Questions
1.
How can enterprise projects and activities contribute towards the 35 hours of Structured Workplace Learning (SWL)?

Students are required to undertake SWL in Units 1, 2 and 3. Appropriate SWL settings are listed on page 14 and 15 of the VCE Industry and Enterprise Study Design.

Some students may choose to undertake the whole 35 hours in a workplace. Other students may choose to make up the 35 hours with a combination of enterprise projects and activities and workplace experience/part-time or casual work.

Is the list of enterprise capabilities listed in the ‘Characteristics of the study’ a finite list?

The set of enterprise capabilities as listed on page 13 of the study design should not be seen as a finite list. Various enterprise skills or behaviours might also be included as part of one or more of these sets of enterprising capabilities. In addition, these skills and skills-sets should not be thought of as discrete and separate. At all stages students should be made aware of both the crossover between, and interdependence of, different work-related skills, employability skills and enterprising behaviours.

When does the Occupational Health and Safety (OH&S) program need to be completed?

Teachers must ensure that students have completed the appropriate OH&S program prior to the structured workplace learning component in Units 1, 2 and 3.

Which OH&S program should my students undertake?

The OH&S training requirements for students undertaking SWL are set out on page 14 of the study design.

Students undertaking VCE Industry and Enterprise must complete the OH&S training from the safe@work program. This includes both the general and industry specific modules. The safe@work program is valid for 12 months. If students have previously completed the safe@work program, they need only complete the update module.

Where a student is working in a different industry from the one in which they had any previous structured workplace learning, they must also complete the relevant industry module for the industry in which they will be working.

If a VCE Industry and Enterprise student is also undertaking a VET program, they must meet the minimum OH&S requirements for that VET program.

5.
What does the key skill ‘discuss’ entail?

The key skill ‘discuss’ requires students to consider aspects of a concept such as strengths/weaknesses, benefits/costs or advantages/limitations.
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
