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VCE PHILOSOPHY REVIEW PANEL
TERMS OF REFERENCE

The VCE Philosophy Review Panel will develop a proposal in accordance with the Curriculum and Assessment Principles for VCE studies and the Guidelines for the Development and Approval of VCE studies. Specifically, the Panel will evaluate the study in terms of:

· the overall coherence and sequence of Units 1–4

· the relevance of the content in terms of recent developments in the field of study

· the distinctive characteristics of VCE Philosophy

· the relationship between the study and comparable national and international curriculum and assessments

· the appropriateness of the assessment program; relative weightings and nature of school-assessment 

· the appropriateness of the outcomes and their relationship to school-assessed coursework

· the use of technology in the study and the opportunity to extend the use of technology appropriate to the study

· the relationship between the study and other VCE and VCE VET studies
· the relationship between the study and the Victorian Essential Learning Standards (VELS).
The Panel will provide evidence that the following data have been considered in the review and evaluation of the study

· enrolments and enrolment trends by unit and year level (including gender, sector and location)

· satisfactory completion rates by unit

· grade distributions

· scaling reports and destination data from VTAC 

· reports from State Reviewer/s and Chairpersons of Examination Panels

· audit of coursework

· statistical moderation of coursework.

Consultation

In the development of the proposal the panel will ensure that it consults at least at the draft proposal stage with key interest groups including:

· the Victorian Association of Philosophy in Schools

· teachers and others on the VCAA’s VCE Study Register interested in being consulted on VCE Philosophy; depending on the extent of this audience the consultation may be via the VCAA’s website

· OLT, CEO, AISV and ACFE

· Industry, TAFE and relevant Government agencies

· the State Reviewer and Chairperson of the Philosophy Examination Panel.
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
