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Introduction
Rationale

The VCE Art study design recognises Art as an integral part of our lives. It supports the understanding that Art is a potent and dynamic visual language through which we are able to communicate personal experiences, ideas and cultural values and has the power to inspire change through imagination and creativity.

Within the VCE Art study, theoretical research and investigation informs artmaking. This provides students with an informed context that supports an awareness of art as a tool for cultural and personal communication in addition to providing stimulus and inspiration for their own artmaking. The study acknowledges the value of creativity and analytical thinking in preparing students for today’s world by encouraging imagination, flexibility, adaptability and risk-taking. The student is encouraged to recognise the interplay between research and art making and is supported to develop literal and visual responses. It has been designed to empower students in developing their visual language through personal and independent learning by means of combining a focused study of artworks and practical art making.
The VCE Art study provides the opportunity to investigate the role of art in the world through a study of contemporary and historical cultures. The Art study aims to challenge students to articulate their understanding of the meanings and messages contained within artworks. Students are encouraged to demonstrate an appreciation developed through an investigation of a range of artists and the place of their work within their cultural, contemporary and historical contexts. It is advised that a broad range of artists and artworks from a variety of cultural backgrounds are studied. Where possible, art programs should include the study of art from Australia, particularly representations of Indigenous culture and heritage. Exhibition and gallery visits are recommended to support the student’s authentic experience of art.

Throughout their study, students will develop skills in research, analysis and arts criticism to interpret and debate the issues that are raised and in response, they will be empowered to form and support personal points of view.
The Art study fosters enquiry, emphasising creative and critical thinking and the ability to progressively develop ideas and personal concepts. Students undertake a visual investigation which draws upon personal ideas to express physical, social and emotional experiences. They are encouraged to respond creatively through exploration and experimentation using art forms, materials, techniques and processes to progressively develop artworks. As students continue to explore and experiment with a variety of techniques and materials it is important they are aware of the impact of safe practices and the effects of their artmaking upon their environment.

Aims

This study is designed to enable students to:

· understand how artworks reflect the values, beliefs and traditions of their own and other cultures; 

· analyse, interpret and respond to art works, ideas and concepts using the support of the Analytical Frameworks;

· critically evaluate ideas and issues used by historical and contemporary artists from different cultures and examine and consider the different viewpoints expressed in commentaries made by others;

· develop personal ideas and a creative visual language through investigation and experimentation;

· employ practical skills and a conceptual understanding to inform their aesthetic awareness;

· develop confidence to propose informed opinions and ideas about art.

Structure

The study is made up of four units. Each unit deals with specific content and is designed to enable students to achieve a set of outcomes. Each outcome is described in terms of key knowledge and skills.

A glossary defining terms used across Units 1 to 4 in the Art study design is included on pages XX–XX under Advice for Teachers.
Entry

There are no prerequisites for entry to Units 1, 2 and 3. Students must undertake Unit 3 prior to undertaking Unit 4. Units 1 to 4 are designed to a standard equivalent to the final two years of secondary education. All VCE studies are benchmarked against comparable national and international curriculum.

Duration

Each unit involves at least 50 hours of scheduled classroom instruction.

Changes to the Study design

During the study’s period of accreditation minor changes will be notified in the VCAA Bulletin. The VCAA Bulletin is the only source of changes to regulations and accredited studies and it is the responsibility of each VCE teacher to monitor changes or advice about VCE studies published in the VCAA Bulletin.

MONITORING FOR Quality

As part of ongoing monitoring and quality assurance, the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority will periodically undertake an audit of Art to ensure the study is being taught and assessed as accredited. The details of the audit procedures and requirements are published annually in the VCE and VCAL Administrative Handbook. Schools will be notified during the teaching year of schools and studies to be audited and the required material for submission.

Safety

This study may involve the handling of potentially hazardous substances and/or the use of potentially hazardous equipment. It is the responsibility of the school to ensure that duty of care is exercised in relation to the health and safety of all students undertaking the study.

The award of satisfactory completion for a unit is based on a decision that the student has demonstrated achievement of the set of outcomes specified for the unit. This decision will be based on the teacher’s assessment of the student’s performance on assessment tasks designated for the unit. Designated assessment tasks are provided in the details for each unit. The Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority will publish an assessment handbook which will include advice on the assessment tasks and performance descriptors for assessment for Units 3 and 4.

Teachers must develop courses that provide opportunities for students to demonstrate achievement of outcomes. Examples of learning activities are provided in the Advice for Teachers section.

Schools will report a result for each unit to the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority as S (Satisfactory) or N (Not Satisfactory).

Completion of a unit will be reported on the Statement of Results issued by the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority as S (Satisfactory) or N (Not Satisfactory). Schools may report additional information on levels of achievement.

Authentication

Work related to the outcomes will be accepted only if the teacher can attest that, to the best of their knowledge, all unacknowledged work is the student’s own. Teachers need to refer to the current year’s VCE Administrative Handbook for authentication procedures.

LEVELS OF ACHIEVEMENT

Units 1 and 2

Procedures for the assessment of levels of achievement in Units 1 and 2 are a matter for school decision. Assessment of levels of achievement for these units will not be reported to the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority. Schools may choose to report levels of achievement using grades, descriptive statements or other indicators.

Units 3 and 4

The Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority will supervise the assessment of all students undertaking Units 3 and 4.

In the study of Art the student’s level of achievement will be determined by school-assessed coursework, a school-assessed task and an end-of-year examination. The Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority will report the student’s level of performance on each assessment component as a grade from A+ to E or UG (ungraded). To receive a study score, students must achieve two or more graded assessments and receive S for both Units 3 and 4. The study score is reported on a scale of 
0–50. It is a measure of how well the student performed in relation to all others who took the study. Teachers should refer to the VCE and VCAL Administrative Handbook for the current year for details on graded assessment and calculation of the study score. Percentage contributions to the study score in Art are as follows:

Details of the assessment program are described in the sections on Units 3 and 4 in this study design.
Units 1–4: Analytical Frameworks

Throughout the Art study, students apply Analytical Frameworks as a means of interpreting the meanings and messages of artworks: 
· The Formal Framework is used to analyse how an artwork’s formal elements contribute to its meanings and messages. 

· The Personal Framework can be used to shed light on how artworks can also reflect an artist’s personal feelings, thinking and life circumstances.
· The Cultural Framework can be used to identify the influence on an artwork of the context of time and place in which it was made.

· The Contemporary Framework can be used to interpret the issues of the day including Postmodernism and new media applications.
Symbolism is understood to be an integral part of all artworks, whether it is included by the artist or interpreted by the viewer. For this reason it is studied as an element of each Framework. Throughout the study students develop their understanding and skill in using Frameworks to interpret the meaning of artworks through the research of historical and contemporary artists from a variety of different cultures.

The Analytical Frameworks:

Throughout the study students apply Analytical Frameworks as a means of interpreting the meanings and messages of artworks. Viewed together, these Frameworks help students to appreciate how an artwork may contain different aspects and layers of meaning. 

The Formal Framework is used to analyse how an artwork’s formal elements contribute to its meanings and messages. The Cultural Framework can be used to identify the influence on an artwork of the context of time and place in which it was made. The Personal Framework can be used to shed light on how artworks can also reflect an artist’s personal feelings, thinking and life circumstances. The Contemporary Framework can be used to interpret the issues of the day including post modernism and new media applications. Symbolism is understood to be an integral part of all artworks, whether it is included by the artist or interpreted by the viewer. For this reason it is studied as an element of each Framework. When the frameworks are applied collectively to interpret the meaning of an artwork students can learn to appreciate how an artwork may contain a number of different aspects and layers of meaning. Throughout the study students’ develop their understanding and skills in using Frameworks to interpret the meaning of artworks through the research of historical and contemporary artists from a variety of different cultures.
In Unit 3 the selection of artists requires students to study artists who have produced works before or since 1970. In this study art dating from 1970 is considered to mark a shift in art practice and theory away from the emphasis of modern art on originality and uniqueness, towards a more self-critical and diverse series of approaches which have come to be known as Postmodern. 
The dot point questions below are indications of the questioning approach that students may undertake to use the Frameworks. Students will select the most relevant aspects of each Framework to consider when discussing each artwork.
Formal Framework

The Formal Framework is used to analyse how an artwork’s formal elements contribute to its meanings and messages. This is done by considering:

· visual analysis: How have the elements of art (line, colour, tone, texture, shape and form) and the principles of art (such as focal point and space) been applied by the artist? What effect has this created? How do these qualities contribute to the meanings and messages of the work?

· technique: What materials and techniques have been used? How do the materials used or the technical skills foster interpretation? Is this due to inherent qualities of the materials or to their use by the artist?

· style: Does the artist work in a distinctive style? How do the stylistic qualities of the artwork contribute to meaning? How do they reflect the cultural context of their time? How does the work relate to other works in a similar style or from the same historical period or cultural background?  

· What physical aspects or presentation of the artwork suggest symbolic meaning? This may include the use of art elements and principles; the compositional arrangement of figures or objects; the medium or the technique used by the artist; the style in which it is created.
Personal Framework

The Personal Framework can be used to interpret how an artist’s experiences, feelings and thinking can be reflected in artwork. It can also be used to gain awareness of the effect of the viewer’s cultural background and experience on the interpretation.

· What relationship does the artwork have to the artist’s life? What visual evidence is there to support this reading? 
· Can the artwork be linked to people, places or experiences of personal significance to the artist, the artist’s personal feelings, thinking, aspirations, beliefs, desires (conscious or subconscious) or preoccupations, or to memories, dreams or personal world of fantasy? 

· How does the experience and background of the viewer affect the interpretation of the artwork? 

· What qualities of the artwork may be symbolic of the artist or what symbols are representative of the personal culture of the artist?
Cultural Framework
The Cultural Framework is used to identify the influences on an artwork of the time, place, purpose, cultural and political settings in which it was made. This may include historical, political, social, socio-economic, religious issues as well as issues of ethnicity and gender.
· Why are artworks made in different cultures and how do they reflect the ideas of their makers? Does their placement in venues outside those they were created for effect their interpretation?

· How do the social, political or religious contexts of the artwork contribute to its meaning? How have historical or contemporary events shaped the intention of the artist or our understanding of its meaning? Are the meanings the viewer interprets the same as those intended by the artist?
· How do the gender values reflect the social context of the time it was produced? How do these values compare to the values of today?

· How can culturally relevant symbols be used to interpret the meanings of the artworks?
Contemporary Framework

The Contemporary Framework provides the opportunity to relate the artwork under discussion to contemporary art issues. These range from Postmodernism to an investigation of New Media and relevant social and environmental issues.

· How have issues of parody, irony, satire, appropriation, collaboration or non-traditional art practices and art forms been used to question and challenge traditional understandings of art and its significance? How can this knowledge be used to assist in interpreting the art work? 

· Does the choice or presentation of subject matter or medium, materials and techniques reflect or challenge artistic or social traditions?
· How are New Media and other art forms (such as video, digital, projection, installation, interactive, street art, sound and performance art) challenging traditional ideas of the importance of viewing and experiencing object-based art in museums and galleries? How does this impact on your understanding of the artworks.
· How can the concepts or presentation of issues be seen to symbolise broader questions for the artist or for society? 
Unit 1

This unit focuses on artworks as objects and examines how formal qualities such as art elements, materials and techniques communicate meaning. Students examine artists in different societies and cultures and develop their own point of view about their meanings and messages. They examine artists’ personal motivation for making art. Students explore the work of artists who have been inspired by ideas relating to personal and cultural identity with a view to producing their own art works. 

Students apply the Formal and Personal Frameworks as tools to interpret the meanings and messages of artworks and to document the ideas and development of their own artmaking. In their practical work, they explore materials and areas of personal interest to generate their own artworks.
Area of study 1

Art and Personal Meaning
This area of study introduces the concept of Analytical Frameworks as tools to support the interpretation of the meanings and messages of artworks, both as intended by the artist and as interpreted by the viewer. Students learn that the analysis of an artwork’s formal qualities using the Formal Framework enhances their understanding and interpretation of artworks. They gain an understanding that art may reflect the artist’s interests, experiences and thinking through applying the Personal Framework to read possible meanings of artworks. They also develop an understanding that the interpretation of the meanings and messages of art may be a personal response by the viewer. Students examine both historical and contemporary artworks produced throughout different societies and cultures.
Outcome 1

On completion of this unit the student will be able to analyse, interpret and respond to artworks using the Formal and Personal Frameworks.

To achieve this outcome the student will draw on knowledge and related skills outlined in area of study 1.

Key knowledge

This knowledge includes
•
the notion that art can reflect the social and personal interests, experiences and thinking of the artist;

· the ways in which viewers respond personally to artworks;
•
Formal and Personal Frameworks and their use to analyse and interpret artworks.
Key skills

These skills include the ability to
· research and discuss how art reflects the personal interests, experiences and thinking of the artist;
· apply the Formal and Personal Frameworks to analyse and interpret artworks;

· justify personal opinions with reference to artworks;
· use appropriate art language to discuss artworks.
AREA OF STUDY 2

Developing ideas and skills

In this area of study, students are encouraged to develop and apply skills whilst exploring areas of individual interest to create artworks. Students undertake a range of experiences that offer different ways of working. They build confidence through the guided exploration of techniques, materials and processes. They become familiar with using the Formal Framework to analyse the formal qualities in their artworks as well as the work of other artists. Students document their thinking as they engage in creative and technical processes. They develop an awareness of correct health and safety practices and consider and respect the impact of their arts practice upon the environment. 

Outcome 2

On completion of this unit the student will present creative responses that demonstrate their personal interests and ideas through trialling techniques, materials and processes.
To achieve this outcome the student will draw on knowledge and related skills outlined in Area of Study 2.

Key knowledge

This knowledge includes

•
visual exploration of issues of personal interest through observation and  imagination;

•
qualities and characteristics of selected materials and art forms and how they may be used to present concepts and images;

•
the application of materials, techniques, processes and art forms;

•
formal elements and principles of artworks;
•
health and safety practices  as appropriate to artmaking;

•
Formal and Personal Frameworks as they apply to students’ artmaking.

Key skills
These skills include the ability to
•
develop visual responses from observation and imagination;

•
communicate personal ideas and concepts through development of a visual language;

•
explore materials, techniques, processes and art forms and investigate how these can be used to create artworks;

•
use formal elements and principles to produce creative responses that contain personal and symbolic meaning;

•
document thinking and working practices showing an awareness of the Formal and Personal Frameworks;

· use correct health and safety practices.
ASSESSMENT

The award of satisfactory completion for a unit is based on a decision that the student has demonstrated achievement of the set of outcomes specified for the unit. This decision will be based on the teacher’s assessment of the student’s overall performance on assessment tasks designated for the unit.

The key knowledge and skills listed for each outcome should be used as a guide to course design and the development of learning activities. The key knowledge and skills do not constitute a checklist and such an approach is not necessary or desirable for determining the achievement of outcomes. Assessment Tasks for Outcome 2 are:

Unit 2
In this unit students become aware that artworks can be created for specific cultural contexts, such as street art, newspaper cartoons, art prizes and performance art. They can celebrate specific events, ideas or beliefs or they can commemorate people, institutions and movements. They can reinforce a social group’s sense of its own power and importance or they can challenge social attitudes and assumptions. Students will begin to see the importance of an artwork’s cultural context and analyse the varying social functions that art can serve. Students use the Formal and Cultural Frameworks to examine the different ways that artists interpret and present social issues in a range of societies and cultures. They begin to develop an informed point of view about issues expressed and addressed through art, stimulated by exposure to the different ideas and opinions expressed by others.
Students examine ways in which art reflects and communicates the changing values, beliefs and traditions of different cultures. They use the Formal and Cultural Frameworks to examine the meanings and messages of selected artworks. In their practical work Students continue to explore techniques and develop personal and creative responses through their artmaking.
AREA OF STUDY 1

Art and culture 
This area of study focuses on the ways in which art reflects and communicates the values, beliefs and traditions of the societies for and in which it is created. Students explore and investigate the ways in which the world and the artist have changed over time and the manner in which this is sometimes provoked by the artist and sometimes influenced by factors of time and culture.

Outcome 1

On completion of this unit the student should be able to analyse, interpret, compare and contrast artworks from different cultures using the Formal and Cultural Frameworks.
To achieve this outcome the student will draw on knowledge and related skills outlined in area of study 1.
Key knowledge

This knowledge includes

· the creation of art for cultural contexts;

· the manner in which artworks can reflect the belief systems, values and traditions of different cultures;

· Formal and Cultural Frameworks and their use to interpret artworks.

Key skills 
These skills include the ability to
· apply the Formal and Cultural Frameworks to analyse and interpret artworks from different cultures;
· research a range of resources to support discussions of the cultural contexts and functions of art;
· compare and contrast artworks from different cultures using the evidence and the opinions of others to support different points of view;

· substantiate personal opinions with reference to artworks;
· use appropriate arts language to discuss artworks.

AREA OF STUDY 2

Art and self expression

In this area of study students explore areas of personal interest and experiment with visual language to present their ideas. Observations, imagination, ideas or concepts may be starting points for them to experiment with techniques, materials, processes and art forms. They analyse formal qualities in their artworks and document their creative and technical processes. They use correct health and safety practices with respect to the impact of their arts practice upon the environment.

Outcome 2

On completion of this unit the student will be able to demonstrate technical and artistic development in the presentation of visual responses through the exploration of selected media, materials and techniques.
To achieve this outcome the student will draw on knowledge and related skills outlined in area of study 2.

Key knowledge

This knowledge includes

•
visual exploration and creative responses;

•
the application of art forms, materials, techniques and processes to support the presentation of personal concepts and ideas;

•
formal elements and principles and how they can be used to create a visual language in the production of artworks;

•
correct health and safety practices as appropriate to artmaking.

Key skills

These skills include the ability to

•
produce creative visual responses to personal and cultural ideas and issues through exploration and experimentation;

•
explore materials, techniques, processes and art forms and investigate how these can be used to create artworks;

•
develop skills in practical art making;

•
manipulate art elements and principles and technical qualities of art forms to produce creative responses using visual language;

•
document thinking and working practices that reflect an understanding of art forms and the Formal and Cultural Frameworks;

•
use correct health and safety practices.

ASSESSMENT

The award of satisfactory completion for a unit is based on a decision that the student has demonstrated achievement of the set of outcomes specified for the unit. This decision will be based on the teacher’s assessment of the student’s overall performance on assessment tasks designated for the unit.

The key knowledge and skills listed for each outcome should be used as a guide to course design and the development of learning activities. The key knowledge and skills do not constitute a checklist and such an approach is not necessary or desirable for determining the achievement of outcomes.

Unit 3

This Unit requires students to study artists who have produced works before 1970 and artists who have produced works after 1970. With the application of the different Analytical Frameworks to the study of artworks, students acknowledge the validity of diverse interpretations. They explore ways in which contemporary ideas and issues can influence the making and interpretation of art. Students apply imagination, creativity and originality as they develop and express their ideas through a visual language and use the Frameworks as a starting point to inspire their own artmaking. 

Students use the frameworks as tools for interpreting the meaning of artworks.
The Formal Framework is used to analyse how an artwork’s formal elements contribute to its meanings and messages. The Personal Framework can be used to shed light on how artworks can also reflect an artist’s personal feelings, thinking and life circumstances.
The Cultural Framework can be used to identify the influence on an artwork of the context of time and place in which it was made. The Contemporary Framework can be used to interpret the issues of the day including Postmodernism and new media applications.

Symbolism is understood to be an integral part of all artworks, whether it is included by the artist or interpreted by the viewer. For this reason it is studied as an element of each Framework. 
Viewed together, these Frameworks help students to appreciate how an artwork may contain different aspects and layers of meaning.

Artists and artworks should be selected from a variety of different cultures including Australia and Indigenous heritages.

In this study, art dating from 1970 is considered to mark a shift in art practice and theory away from the emphasis of modern art on originality and uniqueness, towards a more self-critical and diverse series of approaches which have come to be known as Postmodern. This art represents the expression of our own culture and so offers a relevance and accessibility to students, together with a topicality and currency of artists and issues. 
Area of study 1

Interpreting art 
In this unit students respond critically as they interpret the meanings and messages of artworks using Frameworks. When viewed together these Frameworks help them to appreciate how an artwork may contain different aspects and layers of meaning. Students develop, examine and analyse their own and others’ opinions about the meanings and messages of artworks. They acknowledge the validity of diverse interpretations and use evidence to support different points of view. They compare artworks produced before 1970 and artworks produced after 1970 using appropriate art language.
Students must undertake the study of

•
at least one artist who produced work before 1970 and at least one artist who has produced work since 1970;
· a comparison and contrast of at least two artworks by each artist;

· the application of all the Frameworks to the selected artworks to interpret the meanings and messages.
Outcome 1

On completion of this unit the student should be able to use all Frameworks to analyse, interpret, compare and contrast meanings and messages of artworks produced before 1970 and artworks produced after 1970.

To achieve this outcome the student will draw on knowledge and related skills outlined in Area of Study 1.

Key knowledge

This knowledge includes
· contemporary ideas and issues influencing the making and interpretation of artworks;
· Formal, Personal, Cultural and Contemporary Frameworks used to interpret artworks.

· Art language.
Key skills

These skills include the ability to

· develop interpretations of the meanings and messages of artworks through the application of  the Formal, Personal, Cultural and Contemporary Frameworks;
· select and apply appropriate frameworks to the interpretation of each artwork;

· compare and contrast artworks produced before 1970 and artworks produced after 1970;
· substantiate interpretations of artworks with evidence taken from the artworks themselves and with reference to a range of research resources;

· use appropriate art language and vocabulary. 
AREA OF STUDY 2
Investigation and interpretation

In this Area of Study students use the Frameworks as a starting point for the development of their own art responses, concepts and observations. They apply imagination, creativity and risk-taking as they explore and develop their visual language through the exploration, investigation and experimentation of materials, techniques and art forms. They engage in ongoing personal exploration, reflection, analysis and evaluation as they progressively develop and refine their ideas. They document and analyse their thinking and working practices throughout this process, using the Frameworks to reflect on the formal, personal, cultural and contemporary qualities of their art works. They use appropriate technical skill to produce at least one resolved artwork as they continue to develop the body of work that will be completed at the end of Unit 4. Students continue to acknowledge and employ correct health and safety practices as appropriate to their practical work and in respect of the environment. 

Outcome 2

On completion of this unit the student should be able to undertake a broad investigation, trialling materials and techniques within selected artform(s) and/or media to explore ideas, directions and personal concepts utilising appropriate Analytical Frameworks as tools to support artmaking, self reflection and analysis.
To achieve this outcome the student will draw on knowledge and related skills outlined in area of study 2.

Key knowledge

This knowledge includes

· visual language and formal qualities to produce creative responses;

· Frameworks as a guide for artmaking and reflective annotation;

· materials, techniques, processes and art forms;

· correct health and safety practices as appropriate to artmaking.

Key skills 
These skills include the ability to

· make creative personal responses to explore, investigate and experiment with materials, techniques, processes and art forms; 

· progressively develop and refine ideas and personal concepts;

· manipulate formal and technical qualities to produce creative responses;
· undertake observation and reflection of personal ideas and concepts;
· document the development and refinement of their work using appropriate written and visual material which uses the Frameworks as a tool for annotation;

· use correct health and safety practices.
Assessment

The award of satisfactory completion for a unit is based on a decision that the student has demonstrated achievement of the set of outcomes specified for the unit. This decision will be based on the teacher’s assessment of the student’s overall performance on assessment tasks designated for the unit. The Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority will publish an assessment handbook which will include advice on the assessment tasks and performance descriptors for assessment.

The key knowledge and skills listed for each outcome should be used as a guide to course design and the development of learning activities. The key knowledge and skills do not constitute a checklist and such an approach is not necessary or desirable for determining the achievement of outcomes. The elements of key knowledge and skills should not be assessed separately.

To demonstrate satisfactory completion of Unit 3 Outcome 2, students must present evidence of a broad innovative investigation, the trialling of materials and techniques and the documentation of thinking and working practices in their body of work.

Assessment of levels of achievement

The student’s level of achievement in Unit 3 will be determined by school-assessed coursework, a school-assessed task and an end-of-year examination.

Contribution to final assessment

The school-assessed coursework for Unit 3 will contribute 10 per cent to the study score. 

The school-assessed task for Units 3 and 4 will contribute 50 per cent to the final assessment.

The level of achievement for Units 3 and 4 is also assessed by an end-of-year examination, which will contribute 30 per cent to the study score.

School-assessed task

The school-assessed task, which constitutes the assessment for Outcome 2 in Unit 3 and Outcome 2 in Unit 4, will be initially assessed by the teacher using criteria published in an assessment handbook and will be subject to external review by a panel appointed by the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority. Details of the school-assessed task are set out on page 24 of this study design.

School-assessed coursework

Teachers will provide to the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority a score representing an assessment of the student’s level of achievement.

The score must be based on the teacher’s rating of performance of each student on the tasks set out in the following table and in accordance with an assessment handbook published by the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority. The assessment handbook will also include advice on the assessment tasks and performance descriptors for assessment.

Assessment tasks must be a part of the regular teaching and learning program and must not unduly add to the workload associated with that program. They must be completed mainly in class and within a limited timeframe. Teachers must ensure that the tasks are comparable in scope and demand. Teachers should select a variety of assessment tasks for their program to reflect the key knowledge and skills being assessed and to provide for different learning styles.

Unit 4
In Unit 4 students continue to develop personal points of view and informed opinions about art ideas and issues and support them with evidence. They build their learning around the discussion and debate of broad issues such as the role of art in contemporary society and consider how this is communicated through artworks. They examine and critically analyse the viewpoints of others through commentaries and use this information to formulate and support their own personal points of view. Students select the work of at least one artist and use Frameworks to support their discussion regarding the meanings and messages of more than one artwork that relate to the issue under discussion.

Students continue to develop ideas and concepts begun in Unit 3. They refer to the Analytical Frameworks as a starting point for the expression of issues of their own interest. They focus on the resolution of a body of work which demonstrates imagination, the evolution of ideas and the realisation of appropriate concepts, knowledge and skills. At the end of this unit students will present a body of work accompanied by documentation of thinking and working practices. 
Area of study 1

Discussing and Debating Art

Students discuss and debate issues such as the role of art in contemporary society and whether art has the power to change how people think. They research, analyse and interpret artworks related to their discussion. They refer to a range of resources and commentaries to critically analyse and debate opinions and arguments and refer to artists and artworks to support their points of view. They use Frameworks to further interpret the different meanings and messages of the artworks, using appropriate art language.
Commentaries include information from visiting speakers, lecturers or guides in galleries, film, pod- or vodcasts or online programs devoted to specific artists or styles, printed material in newspapers, periodicals, journals, catalogues or texts by art critics and historians.
Students must undertake the study of:

•
a minimum of one selected art issue;
•
at least one artist and a minimum of two artworks by that artist;
· a range of diverse viewpoints as seen in commentaries relating to artworks and issues;
· Frameworks to interpret the meaning and messages of artworks.

Outcome 1

On completion of this unit the student should be able to discuss an issue about art and present their informed opinion with reference to appropriate artworks and with the support of selected commentaries and Analytical Frameworks
To achieve this outcome the student will draw on knowledge and related skills outlined in Area of Study 1.

Key knowledge

This knowledge includes
· the role of art in contemporary society;
· opinions and viewpoints expressed in commentaries on issues and ideas about art;
· Formal, Personal, Cultural and Contemporary Frameworks aid interpretation of the meanings and messages of artworks.
Key skills

These skills include the ability to

· use a range of resources to critically evaluate diverse interpretations of issues and ideas about art;
· discuss, debate and compare two or more viewpoints regarding issues and ideas about art;
· develop a personal point of view regarding issues and ideas about art and support it with evidence and reference to the opinions of others; 
· refer to a range  of artworks and commentaries to support their point of view;
· apply the Formal, Personal, Cultural and Contemporary Frameworks to discuss meanings and messages in artworks;
· use appropriate art language and vocabulary. 

AREA OF STUDY 2

Realisation and resolution
Students continue to develop the body of work begun in Unit 3 and work toward resolved ideas. They reflect on personal concepts and ideas as they progressively develop and refine artworks. They continue to use Frameworks as a reference and as a tool to reflect on the formal, personal, cultural and contemporary qualities of their art works. They document their thinking and working practices to reflect exploration, experimentation and skill. They use and analyse appropriate formal elements and principles and apply appropriate health and safety practices. 

Outcome 2
On completion of this unit the student should be able to progressively realise and resolve an articulate body of work that communicate ideas, directions and/or personal concepts utilising frameworks as tools to support inspiration, reflection and annotation.
To achieve this outcome the student will draw on knowledge and related skills outlined in area of study 2
Key knowledge

This knowledge includes

· the use of visual language that reflects imagination and the development of skills;

· Frameworks as a guide for artmaking and reflective annotation;

· resolution and presentation of ideas and concepts in a body of work;
· health and safety practices as appropriate to artmaking.

Key skills

These skills include the ability to

· use Frameworks as a reference point to create artworks and to reflect on their development;
· make creative responses through a process of continuous exploration, investigation, experimentation and development of skills;

· present a body of work that reflects the development of a personal visual language to resolve ideas and concepts;

· use correct health and safety practices.

Assessment

The award of satisfactory completion for a unit is based on a decision that the student has demonstrated achievement of the set of outcomes specified for the unit. This decision will be based on the teacher’s assessment of the student’s overall performance on assessment tasks designated for the unit. The Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority will publish an assessment handbook which will include advice on the assessment tasks and performance descriptors for assessment.

The level of achievement for Units 3 and 4 is also assessed by an end-of-year examination, which will contribute 30 per cent to the study score.

School-assessed coursework

Teachers will provide to the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority a score representing an assessment of the student’s level of achievement.

The score must be based on the teacher’s rating of performance of each student on the tasks set out in the following table and in accordance with an assessment handbook published by the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority. The assessment handbook will also include advice on the assessment tasks and performance descriptors for assessment.

Assessment tasks must be a part of the regular teaching and learning program and must not unduly add to the workload associated with that program.
