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STUDY SUMMARY

LOTE Latin 2005–2014
The accreditation period has been extended until 31 December 2014.
Rationale

The study of a language other than English contributes to the overall education of students, most particularly in the area of communication, but also in the areas of cross-cultural understanding, cognitive development, literacy and general knowledge. 

The study of Latin provides students with a key to the literature, history and culture of the Graeco-Roman world. Through the study of a variety of original texts, including both historical and philosophical writing, students acquire a knowledge and appreciation of ancient life and culture. An understanding of the form and structure of Latin can also improve students’ skills in English and other languages.

Structure

The study is made up of four units.

Outcomes

Outcomes define what students will know and be able to do as a result of undertaking the study.

Outcomes include a summary statement and the key knowledge and skills that underpin them. 

Only the summary statements of the outcomes have been reproduced below and must be read in conjunction with the key knowledge and skills published in the study design.

Students demonstrate the achievement of the outcomes based on progressive development of skills through activities and tasks organised around the areas of study. The areas of study in Units 1–4 focus on grammar, literary, stylistic and structural techniques, vocabulary and seen texts. They are common to all four units of the study and are published in the study design. 

Unit 1 

The three outcomes for Unit 1 are:

Outcome 1

On completion of this unit the student should be able to manipulate basic accidence and syntax in Latin sentences.

Outcome 2

On completion of this unit the student should be able to demonstrate understanding of the content of a seen passage of Latin accurately.

Outcome 3

On completion of this unit the student should be able to read a passage of Latin aloud with correct pronunciation.

Unit 2

The four outcomes for Unit 2 are:

Outcome 1

On completion of this unit the student should be able to identify and explain accidence and syntax of words from a seen passage presented in context.

Outcome 2

On completion of this unit the student should be able to identify main ideas and specific details of content in an unseen passage.

Outcome 3

On completion of this unit the student should be able to demonstrate understanding of the use and purpose of scansion in Latin poetry.

Outcome 4

On completion of this unit the student should be able to translate a seen passage with attention to fluency and accuracy.

Unit 3

The three outcomes for Unit 3 are:

Outcome 1

On completion of this unit the student should be able to demonstrate knowledge of accidence and syntax.

Outcome 2

On completion of this unit the student should be able to demonstrate understanding of content, context, purpose and style in a seen passage.

Outcome 3

On completion of this unit the student should be able to translate seen and unseen passages with attention to style and shades of meaning.

Unit 4

The two outcomes for Unit 4 are:

Outcome 1

On completion of this unit the student should be able to analyse and explain the literary, stylistic and structural techniques used in Latin texts.

Outcome 2

On completion of this unit the student should be able to identify and discuss themes and relevant aspects of cultural/historical context in a seen text.

Entry

There are no prerequisites for Units 1, 2 and 3. Students must undertake Unit 3 prior to undertaking Unit 4. 

Chinese, Indonesian Japanese and Korean are offered at more than one level at the VCE. Entry into these levels is governed by eligibility criteria which are published in the VCAA website and in the current VCE and VCAL Administrative Handbook.
