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Literacy in the Early Years (F-2) – Indicative Progress 
Making consistent judgements in English (F-6)

Welcome to this short presentation on how to create and use indicative progress to support making consistent judgements. We will be looking at the Achievement Standards and how they can be used to create indicative progress examples that reflect what students have been working on to move from one level to the next. 
Have you ever grappled with these questions?

· What grading do I give my students?

· Do I have enough evidence?

· Am I being consistent?

· Do my judgements align with my teaching peers?

· What does a medical grading of 0.5 look like?
Although it would be nice to tick several boxes and have a grade produced, it is not possible or probable due to the immense number of combinations of what our students can do. Indicative progress is a tool for focusing assessment to allow us to capture evidence with greater certainty. 
So, what is indicative progress? It is the progress that students have made beyond one achievement level and moving toward the next. The progress is related to the portion of the content that has been explicitly taught.
On the VCAA website, you can find examples of indicative progress, along with blank templates that can be used to design your own. Indicative progress and examples are available in all areas of the curriculum. When creating indicative progress, you start by choosing your curriculum area and the mode of learning that you are focusing on.
We're going to work through the development of an example of students working towards Level 2 Achievement Standard in reading. 
Once you have your blank template, the first step is to highlight the aspect of the Achievement Standard that you identified as the starting point for what you have been explicitly teaching. Next, you highlight correlated achievement component at the level you are moving them toward. Following that, you add the specific content descriptions that you have been explicitly teaching that link to the highlighted Achievement Standard components.
Now that you have all of the curriculum links included, it is time to decide on the learning task or context that you are going to provide in your classroom for this to occur. The task or context need to reflect what it is that students have been learning, whilst also allowing you to collect targeted evidence of that learning.

Once your context is established, you can go ahead and outline what it is that you will be expecting students to say, make or do to show progress towards the next achievement level. An indicative progress example may often contain more than one aspect of the Achievement Standard, and it is quite reasonable that it will.
The evidence or indicators of progress allow for moderation between classrooms and across the school, as they provide consistent examples to base judgements on. In this example, if a child is achieving all the highlighted yellow and grey components of the Achievement Standard at Level 2, they're on their way to achieving this level.

When developing indicative progress examples to support making consistent judgements around achievement, please consider these questions:
· Have I got sound evidence to back my judgement?
· Is my evidence focused on the Achievement Standard?
· Through my planning, have I provided opportunity to enable students to demonstrate growth?
Now it is your turn to have a go at developing your own examples of indicative progress.
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
