	Use of space
	The signer uses different areas of space to represent days and activities, making the sequence of events easy to follow.

	Depicting Signs
	Depicting signs help illustrate activities, such as swimming or dancing, enhancing visualisation.

	Role-Shifting (RS)/ Constructed Action (CA)
	The signer can RS/CA to imitate someone dancing or interacting during different activities, making the description more engaging. Also use short/long focus.

	Non-Manual Features 
	Facial expressions convey emotions like excitement or relaxation, reinforcing the mood of each part of the trip.

	Sequential Structure
	The itinerary follows a clear sequence, moving from day one to day five, helping viewers understand the flow of events.
