As an educator, I believe the current mobile phone policy in secondary schools may not be in the best interest of students. At this stage in their development, secondary school students are learning how to manage and use technology responsibly, as skill they will need as they grow older. There are instances in the classroom where phones can be useful such as for taking photos, creating videos or conducting research. Instead of imposing a blanket ban on phones, we should be focusing on teaching students how to use them in a responsible and productive manner. This approach would better prepare them for the future, where they will need these skills to navigate their professional and personal lives. By not allowing students to practice appropriate phone use, the current policy misses an opportunity to help them develop skills essential for the workplace and their adult lives.
