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[bookmark: TemplateOverview]Section 1: Responding to texts
Question 1a.
She faced challenges as a female artist in a male-dominated art world. 
She created a new artistic style, for which she faced various challenges.
There was a lack of necessary funding for sculptors. 
This question required students to analyse general and specific relevant information, ideas, opinions, perspectives and/or aspects of texts to convey meaning. Many students were unable to identify and describe all three challenges. Some mentioned one challenge and then elaborated on it rather than identifying three distinct challenges. A few students referred to a lack of logistics/institutions instead of a lack of necessary funding. Students need to listen carefully to the aural text and take notes while listening.
Question 1b.
She created the country’s first frieze or wall sculpture.
She created the first open-air sculpture. 
Her first solo sculpture exhibition was the first ever solo sculpture exhibition in both Bangladesh and Pakistan.
She created the first sculpture of its kind using the wreckage of a destroyed American warplane.
Students are advised to read the question carefully before they listen to the text. They should also take note of the facts and features mentioned in the text.
Question 2a.
playing games (like bingo)
reading stories (to those who love books)
cooking
walking (together)
Most students performed very well in this question. Students are reminded to use the information presented in the audio text, rather than adding new information. 
Question 2b.
By helping the elderly, the volunteers find a sense of purpose in their lives.
Volunteers can connect with senior citizens and have an opportunity to hear their traditional stories.
It is beneficial for mental health – it helps reduce stress and improves overall wellbeing.
Helping the community gives volunteers a sense of fulfilment.
This question asked students to summarise the benefits of volunteering and was answered reasonably well. Most responses were able to identify at least two benefits. 
Question 3a.
clean energy sector
healthcare and social assistance industries
data and technologies sector
science and engineering industry
This question asked students to name the key sectors that will experience significant job growth. Some students listed the jobs that belong to a particular key sector, however, many students named sectors that were not mentioned in the article.
Question 3b.
Identification of the two human qualities:
empathy
communication.
Description of the importance of each quality:
Empathy helps in connecting with patients and understanding their challenges.
Effective communication ensures clear, precise information-sharing and seamless collaboration across teams.
Most students were able to identify the two human qualities. However, some students simply provided definitions without explaining the importance of the required qualities.
Question 3c.
Challenges:
the rise of automation and artificial intelligence (AI) advancements in various sectors (Text 3A)
skills mismatch and the need for continuous upskilling (Text 3A)
lack of skills to improve intercultural understanding in the workplace (Text 3A).
Solutions:
adapt to the changes by developing skills in technology, data analysis and problem-solving (Text 3B)
embrace lifelong learning and upskill to stay competitive (Text 3B)
be aware of cultural diversity in the workplace / be respectful towards other cultures (Text 3B)
look for alternative pathways, such as opportunities to do vocational education and training (Text 3A).
This question assessed how well students could analyse and synthesise general and specific relevant information, ideas and opinions from different texts. Most students were able to identify the challenges from the reading texts but could not identify the solutions to overcome these challenges. Some students described generic challenges and solutions that were not mentioned in Text 3A or Text 3B. Others elaborated on just one solution. In some cases, students mentioned solutions that did not directly address the identified challenges. Students are advised to read the text carefully and use their dictionary if necessary.
Section 2: Creating texts
Question 4
This question required students to write a 150-word story in Bengali using ideas from the blog post and the image. Students had to choose an animal from the image and write from this animal’s perspective. 
In general, students performed reasonably well, and there were some good responses. Students were able to choose an animal from the image and address the audience in their story. They also adhered to the conventions of the imaginative writing style.
Some points that students could have included:
causes of wildlife habitat loss
benefits of conservation
possible steps for conservation
ideas from the text, such as:
protecting the forest
adhering to anti-poaching laws
planting trees
reducing pollution.
High-scoring responses presented important and relevant ideas with sophistication, integrating information from the stimulus text as well as the image. They consistently adhered to the requirements for the audience, purpose, style and text type. Such responses were well structured and logically sequenced, and used a wide range of appropriate vocabulary, grammar and language conventions.
While many students used the information mentioned in the text, some did not elaborate on the possible steps for conservation. Students are reminded to write in clear paragraphs that show a logical sequence of ideas, and to use a wide range of appropriate language conventions, including sophisticated vocabulary and effective grammatical structures.
Question 5
For this question, students were required to write the script of a speech. Students who attempted this question generally did well. They were able to describe in detail the benefits of reducing their mobile phone use, including the leisure activities they could do instead and how useful they were. Most students demonstrated the ability to create a text that was appropriate for a speech and the persuasive style of writing. Overall, students used a range of appropriate language structures and vocabulary.
High-performing responses used Bengali with accuracy and creativity. Ideas were developed in depth and information was organised coherently. These responses demonstrated a strong command of vocabulary, grammar and other language conventions.
Students are advised to organise their writing in paragraphs to improve sequencing of ideas and to use a wide range of appropriate language conventions, including sophisticated vocabulary and effective grammatical structures. They should use their dictionary to access a range of appropriate vocabulary.
Question 6
For this question, students were required to write a diary entry. Most students attempted this question. There were some excellent responses that followed the correct writing style and described the event very well. Most noted the importance of the event for sustaining Bengali culture in a multicultural society. There was consistency in the students’ writing, and most used a broad range of sophisticated vocabulary. 
Students are advised to practise writing in Bengali using the given word limit. They should ensure that they address the specific audience, purpose and text type required. It is important that they use correct spelling and  appropriate vocabulary.
