Section 1: Conversation
[bookmark: _Hlk178670067]What students did well
[bookmark: _Hlk178670083]In the 2025 examination, students:
engaged in a general conversation about their personal world, and aspects of Bosnian language and culture in Australian society from a personal or community perspective, for example, school and home life, family and friends, interests and aspirations
responded confidently and were able to advance the conversation, including the use of appropriate repair strategies as needed. Students asked for clarification when required and were therefore able to carry the conversation forward
provided a range of relevant information, ideas and opinions with an appropriate depth. Students talked about their choice of VCE subjects, justified their choices and expressed their aspirations for their future
clarified, elaborated on and defended ideas and opinions. For example, students spoke about their experiences visiting Bosnia and Herzegovina, noted the differences between Australia and Bosnia, compared youth life in both countries, and showed fondness for their families and relationships
demonstrated an excellent level of understanding by responding readily and communicating confidently
used appropriate vocabulary. Students were well-prepared with an extensive vocabulary
used appropriate grammar and sentence structures
[bookmark: _Hlk178670128]used appropriate expression, including pronunciation, intonation, stress and tempo. Students showcased how thoroughly they prepared for the examination.


Areas for improvement
In preparation for the examination, students could:
ensure adequate preparation to the conversation with relevance, depth and range of information, ideas and opinions, which enables flexibility of the dialogue
practise answering a range of questions to be able to advance the conversation. Students are encouraged to familiarise themselves with common question types and practise using follow-up strategies to ensure coherent answers. More practise answering questions could help students avoid hesitating at the start of their answers
revise grammar. Students should pay attention to the use of prepositions, which affect the endings of the sentences. For example, Idem u kuću means ‘I am going inside the house’. The preposition shows the direction of movement. But Moji dedo i nana žive u kući means ‘My grandparents are living in the house’. In this case, the preposition ‘u’ shows location. Prepositions in the Bosnian language link the cases, and sometimes one preposition, depending on its role in the sentence, can bind different cases. It is important to study grammar closely to avoid this error
build vocabulary specific to the student’s personal world and their interactions with the language and culture as learners. By building vocabulary, students gain a powerful tool to allow them to communicate and express themselves in a concise and coherent manner. They can proudly talk about their relatives, and how they explore the Bosnian culture and get involved in cultural events.
Section 2: Discussion
What students did well
In the 2025 examination, students:
clearly introduced the focus of their subtopic from a community and/or global perspective, alerting assessors to the image they brought to support the discussion of one or more of the prescribed topics studied in class, which is related to the concepts of Identity, Legacy, Responsibility or Sustainability
demonstrated in-depth knowledge of their subtopic. Students presented their subtopics with accuracy, relevance and good breadth of knowledge, indicating a high level of preparation
used the image to support the discussion on the subtopic. Students used images wisely. The images were relevant to the subtopics and enhanced the discussions. Students pointed to important parts of the images and interpreted them skilfully
engaged in a discussion using relevant information, ideas and opinions. Students demonstrated understanding of factual details, and demonstrated their ability to illustrate the mood or importance of an event or situation
clarified, elaborated on, and defended opinions and ideas. Students answered questions readily and could explain and support their ideas and opinions
communicated effectively with assessors throughout the discussion. Most students demonstrated an excellent level of understanding by responding readily and confidently. They carried the discussion forward and used highly effective repair strategies
used appropriate vocabulary. Language was appropriate and relevant to the subtopic. Many students used complex vocabulary when discussing their subtopic
used appropriate grammar and sentence structures. Students used sophisticated structures and expressions demonstrating excellent mastery of the language
used appropriate expression, including pronunciation, intonation, stress and tempo.


Areas for improvement
In preparation for the examination, students could:
prepare for a discussion about a subtopic related to one or more of the prescribed topics studied in class, and use the supporting visual material to explore the subtopic in sufficient depth
provide a broad range of relevant information, ideas and opinions. Students are encouraged to use a wide range of sources to develop language and knowledge
avoid listing facts without expressing a point of view, or presenting general knowledge as research. Students should choose a subtopic that enables them to move beyond providing facts. They should select a subtopic that requires critical thinking and that can be discussed in depth from different perspectives
use the image to support the discussion on the subtopic
avoid relying on pre-learned responses that do not address an assessor’s question
practise pronunciation, intonation and stress and tempo.
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
