Most students provided two out of the three expected points. Only a small number of responses included fewer than two points.
Question 1b.

A common error that students made was confusing beaches with rivers or lakes. Overall, most students provided two out of the four expected points. A .small number provided all four.

Question 3 – Reading and listening in Chin Hakha, responding in English
Question 3a.
His life is packed with preparing for the future and he barely has time to sit down and talk with his mother like he used to.
He knows that as the eldest child, he should help look after his younger siblings, but he doesn’t have time without giving up his (volunteer tutoring) work.
He doesn’t want to lose connection to where he comes from but doesn’t know how to hold on to it while chasing the future that he wants.
While most students provided one or two of the required points, only a few identified all three. A significant number of responses did not distinguish between volunteer work and paid work.
Question 3b.
He wants more time for volunteer work.
He wants more time to understand his Chin traditions, to connect with what his mother values.
Most students identified one point, and a few identified both.


Question 3c.
She teaches by example – encouraging family time and respectful language. 
She reminds them to address elders and professionals properly. 
She also involves them in household tasks with patience and understanding.
A significant number of students correctly identified the first point. While most responses successfully identified the second point, only a few identified the third point: ‘She also involves them in household tasks with patience and understanding’. 
Question 3d.
Son
The way the son works hard.
The way the son pushes himself to be successful.
The way the son takes responsibility for his own path.
The son thinks using first names when addressing teachers or bosses is not disrespectful. 
Mother
The mother would feel more respect from the son if he sat and talked with her more often. 
The mother shows respect by using nicknames and addressing older individuals according to their age and with respect.
The mother feels that her children respect her and her time when they do household tasks without being asked.
Most students identified three or four out of the seven expected points. The fifth and seventh points represented the most common omissions: ‘The mother would feel more respect from the son if he sat and talked with her more often’ and ‘The mother feels that her children respect her and her time when they do household tasks without being asked’.
Section 2: Creating texts 
Question 4 – Reading and responding in Chin Hakha
Students were required to write a formal letter to the local farmers’ association, persuading the members to build a terraced rice farm near Hakha.
[bookmark: _Hlk216710153]Responses were required to include formal letter formatting and respond to the text.
Responses may have included the following points:
the importance of rice for the Chin diet. 
securing a stable food supply for the Chin people.
terrace rice farming offers benefits such as preventing deforestation, habitat loss and ecosystem disruption.
terrace rice farming can provide solutions to Chin State’s topographic challenges and the vulnerability of its rice supply.
It is very clear that most students understood the text and responded accordingly. High-scoring responses used a formal letter format, incorporated complex grammatical structures and demonstrated a good command of Chin Hakha. 


Question 5 – Writing in Chin Hakha
Students were required to write an imaginative story about the adventures they had when separated from their travel group in Chin State. Where a visual text appears in stimulus material, as it did for Question 5, the exam specifications require that students extract and refer to the information provided by the visual text in their response.
Many responses included elements of an imaginative text, such as a title, descriptive language, opinions, observations and signposting language to indicate sequence. Many responses featured language that builds excitement or tension consistent with ‘adventure’.
Examples of information students could have extracted and referred to from the visual text include:
children in a classroom
handwriting in notebooks
classroom opens to the elements
condition of the building
old-fashioned desks
no technology
age of students
presence of teachers
activities in a classroom
a comparison of Chin and Australian learning situations.
High-scoring responses successfully incorporated information from the provided image and demonstrated strong language skills, using clear sentences, complex grammatical structures and a broad range of appropriate vocabulary.
Question 6 – Writing in Chin Hakha
Students were required to write a blog post for a local Chin community website, evaluating the advantages and disadvantages of entering the workforce immediately after finishing high school.
Responses may have included the following elements:
introduction.
advantages of entering the workforce straight after finishing high school – examples might include:
earning money straight away 
no HECS debt 
a tertiary qualification might not be relevant to a career choice.
disadvantages of entering the workforce straight after finishing high school – examples might include:
no opportunity for a ‘gap’ year or travel
no opportunity to go back to study later
missing out on the student lifestyle.
conclusion.
High-scoring responses presented a well-balanced, evaluative piece of writing that featured clear sentences, complex grammatical structures and a broad range of appropriate vocabulary.
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
