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[bookmark: TemplateOverview]This report provides sample answers or an indication of what answers may have included. Unless otherwise stated, these are not intended to be exemplary or complete responses.
Section 1 ‒ Reading, listening and responding
In Section 1 of the examination, students were required to answer Questions 1a., 1b., 1c. and 1d. in Japanese, all relating to reading text 1A and listening text 1B. Examples of answers in Japanese are shown below, followed by a model English translation.
Question 1a.
単純作業の自動無人化が進み/AIの進歩により、人間がする業務内容も変わってきている。
AI has led to the automation of repetitive tasks, and the advances of AI have affected the way humans work.
副業・兼業を持つ人が増加している。
The number of people who work side and second jobs is increasing.
インターネット又情報技術が（大きく）進歩し、リモートワークで共同作業ができるようになった。
IT technologies, such as the internet, have become more advanced and allow people to collaborate while working remotely.
フレックスタイム制、短時間勤務で自分で働く時間を調整できるようになった。
Companies introduced flextime and shorter working hours, allowing employees to adjust their own working hours according to their individual circumstances and lifestyles.
Question 1b.
同じ部屋に（同時に）集まり、一緒に仕事をしなくてもいい。
Do not have to gather in one room to do the job.
異なる空間にいながら、ネットを通じてコミュニケーションが出来るので。
Can communicate using the internet, while people are in different spaces.
（必ずしも）同時刻に作業をしなくても、ネットワーク上に記録を残しておくことができる。
Even if they do not work at the same time, each person can record their work on the network.
Question 1c.
駅（など）の便利な所にある。時間が節約できて助かる。
Located in convenient places, such as stations, and saves the time of commuting to work. 
１５分単位で借りる事ができる。
Can be hired by 15-minute increments.
（人に気を遣わなくていい。）話を他の人に聞かれないからオンライン会議もできる。
It is a private space, and you do not have to worry about other people. You cannot be heard by others and can participate in online meetings.
机と椅子もあって、/オンラインでの仕事形態に適した設備も充実している。
Facilities and equipment are good.
Wifiのスピードも、速くて安定している。
Wi-Fi speed is fast and stable.
Question 1d.
Relevant answers may include:
社会的貢献
Open to social contribution
高齢者や女性が働きやすい条件、環境
Easier for the elderly and women
外国人人材の受け入れ
Accepting foreign human resources
年功序列の影響のない職場（年齢に縛られない考え方）
A workplace where seniority does not affect promotions or evaluations (A mindset that is not bound by age)
自分のペースで仕事をして、仕事内容や実績を尊重。
Work at their own pace and respect the nature of their work and achievements.
子育てや介護しながら働きやすい環境。
Work while raising a child and nursing aged members of their family.
The majority of students successfully identified specific information from Texts 1A and 1B to address each question. However, in Question 1c., some students were unable to extract sufficient information from the texts to respond appropriately.
In Question 1d., students were expected to include the keyword “年功序列” (seniority system); however, a number of students did not incorporate this essential term in their responses.
Overall, most students effectively identified and utilised relevant information from both texts.
Section 2 ‒ Reading, listening and creating text
Section 2 required students to read Text 2A, listen to a reading of Text 2B, and then answer Question 2 in Japanese. Students were required to identify, integrate and synthesise relevant information from both texts 2A and 2B.
Question 2
Relevant information and ideas from texts 2A and 2B included:
スピーチ原稿であること（挨拶、語調、聴衆を引き付ける流れ）
A speech manuscript (greetings, tone and flow to engage the audience)
回答例１から７の中から一つまたは複数を組み合わせて自分の意見を提示する。
To present an opinion by combining one or more of the answers from the reading text.

Clear yes and no opinions

Specific examples
Text 2Bと組み合わせ根拠を挙げながら論証。
Combined with Text 2B to provide evidence.
ニワシドリ（またはバウアーバード）の生態について２点以上触れていること
At least two references to the ecology of the eagle bird (or bower bird)
建造物または周辺を美しく飾り付ける習性がある。
They have a habit of decorating buildings or their surroundings beautifully.
小石を敷き詰め遠近法も使われている。
The surface is covered with pebbles and perspective techniques are used.
求愛のさえずり声を魅せるための音響効果も考えられている。
The sound effects of the calls are also considered to enhance courtship.
結論、まとめがある
Conclusion and summary
In Question 2, the majority of students demonstrated a need to further develop their text structure, particularly in constructing effective conclusions, adopting a persuasive writing style and enhancing the depth and coherence of content within the body of their responses.
Higher-scoring students effectively synthesised relevant information from both texts 2A and 2B, producing original and well-organised speech scripts that reflected a clear understanding of the task requirements.
Conversely, lower-scoring students included less adequate and relevant information from both texts, resulting in speech scripts that did not fully meet the expected criteria.
Overall, students are recommended to continue to practise producing a variety of text types, with particular attention for the correct use of genkō yōshi (manuscript paper) and consistent reinforcement of kanji writing skills.
Section 3 – Writing in Japanese
Students were required to attempt one of two questions in Section 3. Question 3 required students to write an imaginative story about being transported to a different era, and to describe the events that unfolded for submission to their high school’s creative writing contest. Question 4 required students to write a report on Japanese convenience stores for their Japanese class. Students are encouraged to continue practising kanji writing, as some responses contained words written in hiragana instead of kanji. In addition, it is recommended that students practise writing on genkō yōshi (manuscript paper), as this format is required in the written examination.
The students performed well overall, incorporating the required information and expressing their ideas effectively. Several responses demonstrated originality and creativity, with scripts and grammar appropriate for the task.
Responses from lower-scoring students did not fully meet the requirements of the tasks, particularly in relation to text type and writing style.
Overall, the majority of students needed to improve the development of their written content, as noted in the observations made in Section 2.
Question 3
A smaller number of students chose to answer Question 3. In this question, students were required to include key details specified in the prompt, such as stepping through the noren curtain of a public bathhouse, noticing that their own appearance differed from usual in the dressing room, and describing both the events and the historical era of the story.
While descriptions of characters’ emotions were generally satisfactory, further development of storylines was needed to achieve greater narrative depth and cohesion.
Question 4
The majority of students chose to answer Question 4.
Students generally needed to further develop the depth of their writing by expanding the information presented in the body paragraphs and constructing more effective conclusions.
Most students successfully incorporated relevant information from the provided image into their responses.
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
