presented a clear stance on an issue related to the chosen subtopic
communicated information, ideas and opinions effectively
were highly engaged with assessors 
used sophisticated vocabulary and grammatical structures accurately and appropriately.
[bookmark: _Hlk178670128]Areas for improvement
In preparation for the examination, students could:
practise using more complex sentence structures and syntax
practise using repair strategies
build vocabulary specific to ideas related to the subtopic
practise pronunciation, intonation, stress and tempo. Students should pay attention to phonology in order to avoid errors. They should be aware that in Korean phonology, 유음화 (liquidisation) is a phenomenon where the consonant ㄴ (n) changes to ㄹ (l) when it meets another ㄹ (l) sound. This typically happens when a syllable ending in ㄴ is followed by a syllable beginning with ㄹ, such as in the word 진로 (jin-ro), which is composed of 진 (jin) and 로 (ro). According to the liquidisation rule, the ㄴ in 진 changes to ㄹ because it is followed by a syllable starting with ㄹ; as a result, the word is pronounced 질로 (jil-lo)
practise the pace of their presentation. While overall fluency was commendable, some students spoke too rapidly, resulting in presentations falling short of the required three-minute duration. A controlled pace is recommended to ensure both clarity and compliance with time expectations.

enhance precision by incorporating topic-specific terminology and technical vocabulary to demonstrate depth and sophistication.
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
