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[bookmark: TemplateOverview]Section 1: Responding to texts
Students were generally well prepared and handled all the questions on the 2025 Persian written examination. They appeared to have understood the spoken passages and most students provided correct answers to the questions. Students are encouraged to include all the information from their notes in their answers when they are writing their responses.
Responses to question 1 must be in English. Responses in the wrong language do not receive any credit.
Responses to question 2 must be in Persian. Students should write their responses in full sentences in Persian and avoid writing in bullet point form.
Text 3 includes two different texts: reading text 3A and listening text 3B. Responses are derived from these two texts as well as a combined question that references both texts, in English. Students may be required to extract, summarise, interpret, analyse or synthesise information, compare texts, or a combination of these.

The blue-mosaic decorated fireplace (Text 3B) 
The aroma of fresh herbs and grilled meat (Text 3B)
Section 2: Creating texts
In this section, students were required to read Text 4 and write a response of approximately 150 words in Persian. In their response, they needed to present ideas, opinions and/or arguments based on evidence in Text 4. A visual stimulus was also provided with Text 4. 
Students are encouraged to practise to improve their handwriting and should write their responses with a black pen.
Text 4
In this question, students were required to read information from an advertisement text regarding a trip to the Pacific Ocean and combine it with the information from the visual text. They needed to respond by writing a personal email to the friend who sent them the advertisement informing them of the reasons why this trip did not suit them. 
Most students understood the text well and responded in the text type and kind of writing required, although some students did not note the difference between a letter and an email. High-scoring students used the information from both the written and visual texts in their responses. However, some students did not include the information provided to them and made up their own excuses for not going on this trip with information not referred to in the text. 
Students may have included the following points in their responses:

Section 3: Writing in Persian
This section assessed the students' ability to demonstrate their writing skills by creating an original text of 250 words in Persian in response to one of two questions.
Students' responses were assessed according to how well they:
demonstrated depth of treatment of information, ideas and/or opinions
wrote text appropriate and relevant to context, purpose and audience
structured and sequenced information and ideas
manipulated language structures and vocabulary in Persian.
Responses that scored highly demonstrated the required style and relevant text type. Some students wrote on the topics without addressing the conventions for the required text type, the context or purpose as specified in the question. Students need to be clear on the criteria for assessment, as this will give them a good understanding of what is required. Many students used a good range of vocabulary and grammatically correct Persian. 
Question 5 
Students were asked to write the script of a speech that they would present at an international youth education conference. In the speech and as a youth ambassador for a private education organisation, they needed to persuade the audience to organise fundraising events to improve the level of education for children in remote areas of the world. 
Most students presented very innovative and interesting ideas in their responses to this question. High-scoring students followed the requirements of persuasive writing. They used formal language and addressed the representative of the international conference. These students emphasised ideas, opinions and feelings about the importance of providing education for all children living in remote areas. They also gave some suggestions for possible types of fundraising events. 
Question 6
Students were asked to imagine that they had just stepped off the train in a small town and suddenly witnessed something amazing. They were required to write a story about what happened next. 
Many students performed well in this section. Some responses were creative and rich in context. Responses that scored highly demonstrated the required style and relevant text type.
The text type is ‘story’, so the piece of writing required a clear beginning, a middle and an end. It should have included a title and used the appropriate structure, content, register, style and layout. 
The story was required to be told from the point of view of a person who stepped off the train. The story may have included dialogue or could have been recounted by a narrator.
The story plot may have involved a surprise or a revelation.
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
