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This report provides sample answers or an indication of what answers may have included. Unless otherwise stated, these are not intended to be exemplary or complete responses.
Areas for improvement
To improve performance, students would benefit from developing a full understanding of the task requirements, including the intended purpose of each task. Greater focus should be placed on improving comprehension of both the written and audio texts. It is recommended that sufficient relevant information be selected from the texts, particularly the audio texts, and that ideas be integrated and synthesised effectively. Responses should aim to include more substantial information and ideas, using original expression rather than relying heavily on the language of the stimulus texts. 
To strengthen their responses, it is recommended that students develop a stronger understanding of the key characteristics of the required writing styles and text types, and care should be taken to ensure the correct writing style is used. In addition, care should also be taken to organise content appropriately and ensure that information is placed in the correct section to improve coherence and logical progression.
Attention to character accuracy and grammatical correctness is recommended. Students are advised to allow time to carefully proofread their responses to minimise grammatical and spelling errors. Students should ensure that all parts of the question are completed in their response.
It is important that students familiarise themselves with the specifications for the written examination, which are available on the VCE Chinese First Language webpage.
Section 1: Reading, listening and responding
In Section 1, students were assessed on the following criteria: 
the capacity to understand the general and specific aspects of texts
the capacity to identify and integrate relevant information and ideas from the texts  
the capacity to convey information accurately and appropriately. 
Section 1 required students to read one text in Chinese (Text 1A) and listen to one text in Chinese (Text 1B) to demonstrate their ability to identify and integrate information. Students were asked four questions. Question 1a. related to Text 1A, Question 1b. related to Text 1B, and Questions 1c. and 1d. were extended-answer questions related to both texts. 
Students were required to extract, summarise, interpret, analyse and integrate information and/or compare aspects of the two texts. It was important that students read the questions carefully and paid close attention to its requirements. 
In their responses, students should directly address the topic and maintain a high degree of character and grammatical accuracy.
High-scoring responses demonstrated:
an excellent understanding of the questions
an excellent understanding of the written and audio texts
the ability to identify and integrate relevant information from the texts
the ability to place the relevant information for each question and directly address the questions
the ability to maintain character and grammatical accuracy.
Question 1a.
让打字像写字一样便捷 
It allowed typing to be as convenient and fast as writing.
人们不用刻意看键盘，就可以直接盲打 
People could type without consciously looking at the keyboard.
Question 1b.
汉字最初是刻在龟甲、兽骨上的 
Chinese characters were originally carved on tortoise shells and animal bones.

Later, they were written on bamboo slips and cloth.
纸张出现后，人们将汉字写在纸张上 
After paper was invented, people started to write characters on paper.

Today, the writing platform of Chinese characters has shifted to digitalised symbols by using Chinese language input methods (keyboard typing / computer input). 
Question 1c.
有的输入法还能实现语音输入 (1A)
Some input methods have the feature of speech/voice recognition.
更高水平的输入法：脑电波输入法 (1A)
More advanced features, such as brainwaves-based input methods
比如：当用户用输入法描述天气的时候，提供相应的描述天气的好词好句 (1B) 
For example, when a user is describing weather, the input method program may give a number of words or sentences for the user to choose from, reducing the time spent typing.

Some input methods can also make use of the natural language processing techniques to understand what the user wants to express or their vocabulary habits, and then provide some customised content (or recommended phrases, expressions or sentences).

Some input methods also have the function of converting texts to images.

Some even have the feature of converting texts to videos so as to express what the user tries to express in a comprehensive and multidimensional way.
Question 1d.
过于专业化、用户需要花大量精力学习
Too specialised, and users have to make a lot of efforts to learn how to use
日趋复杂和智能化会让一些年长者望而却步 
With input methods becoming more complicated and intelligent, they may look daunting for some seniors.
由于输入法能够根据在用户输入的字，生成表情包或图片，长此以往可能会削弱用户的文字表达能力
As the input methods can generate emoticons or images based on what the user has typed, the user’s written communication ability may be weakened over time.
输入法可以感知用户所想所说，并提供建议，可能会左右用户的表达意图
As input methods may sense what users want to express and provide suggestions, they may affect what people really want to express. 
用户的所感所想可能非常复杂，输入法未必能准确洞察用户真正的表达意图
The thoughts and feelings of the user may be very complex, and the input methods may not be able to accurately interpret the real intent of the user.

Speech recognition may carry risks in privacy and data security.

included a clear introductory or concluding statement that brought together the concerns raised in the texts
used language that was appropriate for a summary
did not copy the question as the opening sentence or conclusion
demonstrated coherence across the response.


Section 2: Reading, listening and creating text
In Section 2, students were assessed on the following criteria:
the capacity to identify, integrate and synthesise relevant information and ideas from the texts
appropriateness of structure and sequence
accuracy, range and appropriateness of vocabulary and grammar (including punctuation and, 
where relevant, script).
In this section, students were expected to write a speech according to the requirements detailed below.
Question 2
Text type: speech script
Writing style: persuasive
Audience: student assembly attendees (overseas students)
Purpose of writing: to persuade Chinese students from overseas to actively participate in sports activities in Australia
Content: information must be drawn from two texts and be relevant and logically arranged to fit the purpose of the writing 
Language: meets the task requirements and includes smooth and accurate expression
Students are advised to pay special attention to the context, purpose, audience, writing style and text type. Students should read every page of the examination paper carefully to avoid missing any information.

an excellent understanding of the task requirements, including the purpose
an excellent understanding of the written and audio texts 
the ability to identify and integrate relevant information and ideas from the texts and weave them seamlessly into the theme
the ability to convince, encourage and move the audience by applying their understanding of the main characteristics of the persuasive writing style and speech text features 
excellent linguistical control by using a broad range of sophisticated vocabulary and maintaining a high degree of grammatical accuracy.
Relevant information and ideas (identified from the two texts) that could have been included:

Or: An adult teaches a child surfing. The child lay on the surfboard, and when the waves came, the adult asked the child to paddle the water. With the waves, the child rose to stand on the surfboard and moved forward with the waves. People around all started clapping.


Section 3: Writing in Chinese 
In Section 3, students were assessed on the following criteria:
relevance, breadth and depth of content
appropriateness of structure and sequence
accuracy of vocabulary and grammar (including punctuation and, where relevant, script) 
range and appropriateness of vocabulary and grammar.
Students were required to complete an extended response on one of two topics. 
Students should pay special attention to the context, purpose, audience, writing style and text type.  
Question 3
Text type: diary entry
Writing style: personal 
Audience: self
Purpose: record experience and thoughts of volunteering in an activity that focused on the ‘reusing of school uniforms’
Content: school uniform recycling; volunteer activities; focus on experience and thoughts, relating to the idea ‘Do not skip even a small good deed’
Language: meets the task requirements and includes smooth and accurate expression
Responses were expected to:
demonstrate an understanding of and address the requirements of the task
demonstrate a clear structure that meets the requirements of the writing style and text type
be rich in content and include depth and breadth
include key elements: school uniform recycling, volunteer activities
focus on experience and thoughts, relating to the idea ‘Do not skip even a small good deed’
use language that meets the linguistic requirements of personal writing.
High-scoring responses demonstrated:
an excellent understanding of the task requirements, including the purpose
a good understanding of the main characteristics of the personal writing style and diary entry text features
the ability to present and create a strong sense of personal feeling, emotion, context and situation 
excellent linguistical control by using a broad range of sophisticated vocabulary and maintaining a high degree of grammatical accuracy.


Question 4
Text type: article
Writing style: evaluative
Audience: school newsletter readers
Purpose: to evaluate the positive and negative impact of three- or five-minute web dramas on society
Responses were expected to:
demonstrate an understanding of and address the requirements of the task
demonstrate a clear structure that meets the requirements of the writing style and text type
be rich in content and include depth and breadth
include the key elements: three- or five-minute web dramas and their impact on society
focus on the positive and negative impact on the society
use language that meets the linguistic requirements of evaluative writing.
High-scoring responses demonstrated:
an excellent understanding of the task requirements, including the purpose
the ability to present important aspects of the argument and discuss the contrasting sides objectively by using evidence
a good understanding of the main characteristics of the evaluative writing style and school newsletter text features
excellent linguistical control by using a broad range of sophisticated vocabulary and maintaining a high degree of grammatical accuracy.
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
