Section 1: Conversation
[bookmark: _Hlk178670067]What students did well
[bookmark: _Hlk178670083]In the 2025 examination, students:
engaged in a general conversation about their personal world and aspects of Filipino language and culture in Australian society from a personal or community perspective, such as school and home life, family and friends, interests and aspirations. Almost all students talked about their hobbies and their experience as a student.
provided a range of relevant information, ideas and opinions with an appropriate depth. For example, some students compared school life in the Philippines and Australia. They differentiated the school schedule in the Philippines with that of Australia in terms of time. In Australia, classes have the same starting time, break time and closing time, whereas in the Philippines, some classes start at 7 am, others start at 10 am or in the afternoon. They also talked about the kind of homework given to them. In the Philippines, students have daily assignments for each of their subjects, so they do not have extra time for other activities. They expressed their appreciation for the schedule in Australia, which means that they have time to do other activities, such as learning to dance, play piano or draw.
clarified, elaborated on and defended ideas and opinions. Almost all students were fluent enough in the language that they could elaborate on their ideas and opinions by citing examples. 
demonstrated an excellent level of understanding by responding readily, communicating confidently and carrying the conversation forward with spontaneity. 
responded confidently and were able to advance the conversation, including the use of appropriate repair strategies as needed. The students’ very good understanding of the language enabled them to advance their conversation with the assessors. They expressed themselves spontaneously within the topic of conversation. An example of a repair strategy used by students was the statement ‘Pasensiya na po, hindi po iyon ang ibig kong sabihin’ (Sorry, madam/sir, that is not what I mean) and then giving their correction. Others immediately self-corrected when they used the wrong words.
used appropriate vocabulary. Most of the students spoke with clarity, using compound and complex sentence structures with sophisticated and appropriate vocabulary.
used appropriate grammar and complex sentence structures. For example, instead of using common words used in informal speech, some students used formal or uncommon words, such as mahalaga (significant) instead of importante (important); tatalakayin ko (I will discuss) instead of iprepresenta ko (I will present); samakatuwid (therefore) instead of kaya (so); ngunit (however) instead of pero (but).
used appropriate expression, including pronunciation, intonation, stress and tempo. 
[bookmark: _Hlk178670128]Areas for improvement
In preparation for the examination, students could:
practise pronunciation, intonation, stress and tempo, as word stress can change a word’s meaning. Although most students were fluent in the language, some had to slow down to express words with four or more syllables or with diphthongs, such as tatalakayin ko (I will discuss), ipepresenta ko (I will present) and maaari (possible). Practising reading words with four or more syllables or diphthongs will help students pronounce them correctly. 
practise speaking in Filipino without using filler words in English when there is an equivalent in Filipino. For example, they could use the word kaya instead of ‘so’ or tulad instead of ‘like’. 
Section 2: Discussion
What students did well
In the 2025 examination, students:
clearly introduced the focus of their subtopic from a community and/or global perspective, alerting assessors to the image they brought to support the discussion of one or more of the prescribed topics studied in class, which is related to the concepts of Identity, Legacy, Responsibility or Sustainability. Students introduced their topics by giving a summary of the topic: for example, ‘Ang tatalakayin ko ay tungkol sa pagbabago ng klima, ang dahilan nito, ang epekto nito sa kabuhayan at mga posibling solosyon.’ (I will discuss climate change, its causes, its effect on livelihoods and its possible solution.)
demonstrated in-depth knowledge of their subtopic. Almost all students presented well-researched subtopics using specific and detailed information. 
used the image to support and elaborate on their discussion of their chosen subtopic.
engaged in a discussion using relevant information, ideas and opinions.
clarified, elaborated on and defended opinions and ideas. Students prepared subtopics that they could expand on, and they were able to defend their opinions and ideas with evidence from a range of sources.
communicated effectively with assessors throughout the discussion.
used sophisticated vocabulary appropriate to their subtopic.
used appropriate grammar and complex sentence structures, including compound-complex sentences. An example of this is ‘Dapat nating panatilihin ang ating mga hilig sa ating isipan at puso dahil ito ang nagbibigay ng inspirasyon sa atin.’ (We should keep our passions in our minds and hearts because they give us inspiration.)
used appropriate expression, including pronunciation, intonation, stress and tempo. Students expressed words clearly and used intonation to express meaning. 


Areas for improvement
In preparation for the examination, students could:
choose an appropriate subtopic to suit their ability and interests. 
prepare for a discussion about a subtopic related to one or more of the prescribed topics studied in class and use the supporting visual material to explore the subtopic in sufficient depth. Subtopics of discussion should conform to the prescribed CCAFL curriculum on Sustainability, Identity, Responsibility and Legacy.
provide a broad range of relevant information, ideas and opinions through research. Some students’ discussions were limited to common knowledge about their subtopic. The information presented will be awarded with high marks if it is well researched and not just general information.
demonstrate the capacity to elaborate and reflect on information, ideas and opinions by interacting authentically with assessors.
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
