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[bookmark: TemplateOverview]This report provides sample answers or an indication of what answers may have included. Unless otherwise stated, these are not intended to be exemplary or complete responses.
Section 1: Responding to texts
Text 1
Text 1 required students to analyse general and specific information, ideas, opinions, and perspectives and/or aspects of texts to convey meaning.
Question 1a. 
script
music
This question required students to provide specific and relevant information identifying two special areas. 
Most students provided the correct response, especially regarding ‘music’. Some students provided the response ‘screenwriting’, ‘screenplay’, ‘storytelling’ or ‘storyline’ rather than ‘script’, which were in the range of acceptable responses.
Question 1b. 
widow remarriage
social inequality
unemployment 
Question 1b. required three specific answers, which most students provided. Students expressed their responses in various ways; however, as long as the meaning was accurate, their answers were accepted.
Question 1c. 
Awara
Shree 420
Question 1c. required students to provide two specific movie titles. Most students provided ‘Awara’. But many did not provide the second title correctly, writing either the wrong title or the right title incorrectly, such as Anari or Awara 420.


Text 2
Question 2 required students to understand Text 2 enough to accurately identify the relevant information from it. Almost all students provided a complete and accurate response.
Question 2a. 
प्रतिकूल मौसम के कारण कक्षा रद्द करनी पड़ती है. (Classes cancelled due to bad weather.)
अधिक भीड़ के कारण कभी-कभी योग कक्षा के लिए उपयुक्त स्थान नहीं मिल पता है. (The park becomes so crowded that it is difficult to find a suitable place for the yoga class.)
Question 2a. required specific and relevant information or ideas to pinpoint the two difficulties as provided in the text. 
Almost all students provided the correct response. Many used the wrong spelling, but their response still conveyed the meaning of what they heard and wrote based on Text 2. 
Question 2b. 
योग सिखाने का कोई शुल्क नहीं लेते. (He does not charge any fee for teaching yoga.)
रोज़गार के अवसर बढ़ें हैं. (Created employment opportunities.)
बहु-सांस्कृतिक एकता को भी बढ़ावा मिलेगा. (Multicultural unity will get a boost.)
Question 2b. required students to provide three specific reasons, as heard in Text 2. 
Most students performed well on this question and very few missed the first reason. 
Question 2c. 
यह हमें स्वस्थ रखता है. (It keeps us healthy.)
हमारे शरीर में प्राकृतिक ख़ुशी के हार्मोन सक्रिय हो जाते हैं जिससे हम बहुत सकारात्मक महसूस करते हैं. (This activates natural happiness hormones in the body and people feel very positive.)
रक्त में ऑक्सीजन की वृद्धि करता है जो हमारे हृदय के लिए बहुत अच्छा है. (It also increases oxygen in the blood, which is very good for the heart.)
Question 2c. required students to provide three specific benefits, as heard in Text 2. 
Nearly all students identified the three required reasons. Some responses included partial or loosely related ideas – such as ‘gives oxygen,’ ‘gives happiness’ or ‘gives hormones’ – but these were still considered within the range of acceptable answers. 


Question 3 – Reading and listening in Hindi, responding in English
Question 3 had three parts: one in which the answer was to be derived from the reading; another in which the response was based on the listening; and a third that required a synthesised response drawing on both the reading and listening. 
Texts 3a. and 3b.
Question 3a.
The State Park is the perfect escape for nature enthusiasts and families alike because of its epic views.
One-day trip options for new hikers. 
Free barbeques at many places.
There are plenty of serene picnic areas with facilities for people of all abilities and ages. 
Question 3a. required students to identify from the reading text four reasons why this park is a great place to visit. 
Many students missed the reason ‘one-day trip options for new hikers’.
The remaining three reasons were typically identified in fragments. For instance, some students overlooked 'the State Park' in the first point, others missed 'picnic areas’, and a few did not mention 'for people of all abilities’, among other details. 
Question 3b.
Tommy and Vicky will become good friends.
Spending time with Tommy will increase compassion for animals in Vicky.
When Tommy will walk without a leash and without barking, it will increase Vicky’s confidence.
Taking Tommy for his training will increase Vicky’s sense of responsibility. 
Question 3b. was based on listening to the text and identifying four reasons why dog training is good for the son, Vicky. 
Although the instruction was that students had to use information from the conversation only to answer the question, many students mixed the information and points in texts 3b. and 3c., so they ended up writing responses meant for 3c. in 3b. For example, many wrote ‘shaded area for Vicky’, ‘dog friendly’ or ‘many people visiting the park’ here, but these were meant for 3c.
Many students also missed the point about ‘increase compassion for animals in Vicky’ and provided three rather than four reasons. 
Question 3c.
Question 3c. required students to synthesise information from the reading and listening to identify seven points, including advantages and disadvantages. 
The advantages were:
numerous dog-friendly trails and training activities
fully fenced off-leash areas for well-trained dogs
shaded seating for dog owners as they wait
Tommy’s health will improve.


The disadvantages were:
very few rubbish bins
park gets busy as it is very popular
food choices for dogs from vegetarian families are not available.
Many students struggled to write down all seven points correctly. Most responses identified the disadvantages more accurately than advantages. For example, ‘trash bins’, ‘busy park’ and lack of food’ were picked up. However, many responses missed some of the advantages or only wrote down fragments of the complete answer such as only ‘dog friendly’, only ‘training’, only ‘off-leash’ or only ‘shaded area’.
Section 2: Creating texts
Text 4
Question 4
Question 4 required students to write a diary entry in Hindi related to the concept of identity, using a personal writing style. Students needed to analyse the relevant information, ideas and opinions contained within the reading text and respond to the question in a way appropriate for the context, purpose and audience. 
A high-scoring response would typically include:
a diary entry including details like date, time and salutation using a personal, informal writing style 
details such as information about the event, description of the day the student attended the event, specific activities undertaken on the day and the student’s feelings about the day
relevant and significant information and ideas, integrated from the stimulus text
writing appropriate to the context, audience and purpose
effective structuring and sequencing of information
extensive range of appropriate language conventions, vocabulary, grammatical structures, etc. 
Many responses adhered fairly well to the required structure and were appropriate for the context, audience and purpose. However, there was a lack of sophisticated integration of information, effective reflection and personal feelings about the event. For example, students provided responses such as ‘I felt very proud of Hindi being my language’ or ‘I saw the book launch and felt proud’ and then moved to the next point. They did not go deeper into why they felt proud or why they will go back to the event next year. In some cases, it seemed that students were using rote-learned content without integrating the information from the reading text. 
Students could improve the quality of their responses by expanding their written vocabulary. The vocabulary employed by most students was not sophisticated, extensive or of a high standard, although their responses were relevant. 


Questions 5 and 6 – Writing in Hindi
Question 5
Most students attempted Question 5. 
This question required students to write a persuasive speech to be presented to their fellow school students around the concept of social responsibility and sustainability. 
A high-scoring response would typically include:
a speech with a proper introduction, register (formal language), and an explanation of the reason for the speech
highly persuasive language, such as statistics, facts, anecdotes, repetition, and inclusive and/or emotive language, to show why it is important to agree with the main proposition in the speech
authentic use of Hindi to present relevant and significant information and arguments logically 
writing appropriate to the context, audience and purpose
demonstration of the depth and breadth of the different perspectives on the proposition
extensive range of appropriate language conventions, vocabulary, grammatical structures, etc. 
Many responses adhered fairly well to the required structure and were appropriate for the context, audience and purpose. However, there was an overall lack of sophisticated integration of information and effective reflection. For example, many students missed an important part of the question in not stating that the writers are students in the school who are talking about an important opportunity given by an NGO. Instead, some wrote as NGO members. Many students provided very general reasons like ‘we should do the cleaning’, ‘we can include it in our CVs’ or ‘for your interviews’. 
Some students referred to their personal feelings about the consequence, by writing, for example, ‘turtles will die’, ‘I got hurt by the glass on the beach’ or ‘for your children’. But they did not establish a persuasive argument, instead moving to the next point without delving deeper into what they felt. 
Students could improve the quality of their responses by expanding their written vocabulary. The vocabulary used by most students was not extensive or sophisticated enough to demonstrate a high standard, although such responses were relevant. 
Question 6
Question 6 was also attempted by a sizeable number of students. 
This question required students to write an imaginative and creative piece meant for the young audience of a science fiction magazine for young people. 
The image and the information provided in this question were to be used as a springboard for writing a story to be published online in a science fiction magazine for young people. 
A high-scoring response would typically include:
an imaginative story starting with ‘Attention passengers’, as given in the question 
a clear beginning and end
information from the image, as stipulated in the question 
authentic use of Hindi to present relevant and significant information and construct an imaginative story 
writing appropriate to the context, audience and purpose
a demonstration of the depth and breadth of the story 
use of appropriate language conventions, vocabulary, grammatical structures, etc. 
Many responses adhered fairly well to the required structure and were appropriate for the context, audience and purpose. Almost all started with the prompt ‘Attention passengers…’, as given in the question. However, there was an overall lack of sophisticated integration of information and effective use of the image. Many students seemed to make little or no use of the information contained in the visual – as was required by the question – with responses such as ‘mother with a child’, ‘using a mobile’ or ‘taking selfies’. 
Many responses began with the prompt but went on to present a space-themed imaginary story involving Mars, people on different planets, etc., moving away totally from the theme of travelling towards outer space and using ideas given in the provided image. However, the stories were imaginative. 
Students could improve the quality of their responses by expanding their written vocabulary. Most students relied on basic vocabulary, which did not demonstrate a strong grasp of more sophisticated topic-appropriate language. 
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
