Notes:
1. Three assessment tasks must be selected. Reading down the columns, the ticks indicate which task each Unit of Competency (UoC) has been assigned to. 
2. You may select a maximum of two assessment tasks of the same type. For example, a student could complete two Portfolios and one Industry Project but could not complete three Portfolios.
3. Each UoC can only be included in one assessment task.
4. After considering the UoCs and the scoring criteria for each assessment task type, choose the assessment task types that provide students the most scope for demonstrating their achievement.
5. The allocation of nominal hours across assessment tasks should be as equally weighted as possible.
6. No assessment task for VCE VET Health may account for more than 90 total nominal hours in the student’s Units 3 and 4 sequence. An assessment task accounting for more than 90 hours will not be acceptable.
7. The VASS data entry number appears on the VASS screen where the Assessment Plan is entered. These numbers help identify the assessment task against which the results are to be entered.
